A wind machine capable of generating enough electricity to supply an average size
house is being designed by a group of Oakland engineering students for entry in a

national co Ilegiate engineering competition.

The national competition is sponsored by the Student Competitions on Relevant Engineering (SCORE). The nonprofit

corporation was establ ished in 1971 to sponsor national engineering competition. SCORE has chosen the topic
"Energy Resource Alternatives" for the 1975 contest theme. Colleges and universities wi II present projects uti-
