ARCHAEOLOGICALDIGS
PLANNEDTHIS SUMMER

Investigations of a possible aboriginal "Stonehenge" site In Michigan and of the
living habits of early settlers in the Pontiac-Rochester area wi II be conducted
during an OU archaeological field session June 25-Aug. 15.

The program wil I train students in the actual techniques of archaeological excavation according to John Huner, in-
structor in anthropology. The course, AN490, Is open to OU undergraduates and to other interested individuals
through consent of the instructor. The archaeological field session wi I I include classroom and field work and
cover such diversified techniques as cartography, fauna and flora analysis, archaeological theory and prehistory
of the Great Lakes area.

The two summer "digs" wll I offer students a chance to grasp the techniques of excavating In layers and to appre-
ciate the kinds of geographic and weather conditions actually faced by peoples who lived on the sites.
