OU to offer course on music as a therputic tool in counseling
Rochester, Michigan, August 24, 2004 – Oakland University’s School of Education and Human Services (SEHS) will
sponsor "Music Therapy Principles and Applications," a workshop for counselors, social workers, psychologists and
other counseling professionals.
