PDM Center efforts already have helped a local bumper factory save 40 percent in manufacturing costs and a DaimlerChrysler
plant reduce inventory costs by more than $600,000.

Future PDM research projects will seek to develop faster customer order fulfillments, reduce vehicle warranty claims and
produce an interactive, Internet-ready electrical system for vehicles similar to KITT from the 1980s television series “Knight
Rider.”
