Residents of the small dorms
will be eating in Vandenberg next
semester pending approval Thursday
by the Board of Trustees of the ex-
pansion plans of the Cakland Center.

If approved, construction will
begin in January of 1969. It will
take 12-18 months to complete and
will cost a total of 2.4 million.
20,000 sq. ft. will be added to
both floors, with the added space
on the south side of the building.

Cn the lower floor, both the
bookstore and the grill will be
enlarged. The bookstore will take
over the present Student Activities
Center and grill and will be four
times its present size. The grill
will move into the bomb shelter and
space south of that. It will be
twice 1ts present size and will
contain a Rathskeller that will re-
place the Off Campus (as well as
provide a quiet place to talk and
drink coffee).

What 1s now the Pickwick Club
will become a Student Publications
Office for the Observer and Ascen-
dent, with the darkroom availlable
for personal use. A commuter rest
area, possibly equipped with cots,
showers, and facilities for chang-

ing clothes,

will be bullt in the
space nhow used by the bookstore.

In the new addition will be a
TV lounge, the new Activities Cen-
ter, and 2 new game area replacing
The All-Campus
radio will also have its facilities
in this area.

The upstairs will not
drastically remodeled. The addi-
tion will house a new dining area
and multi-purpose room the size of
Vandenberg Cafeteria. It will be
equipped with movable walls.

There will be a new reading
lounge, plus a2 music 1listening
lounge,equipped with headphones to
listen to records and tapes. There
will also be 2 P.A. system for the
entire upper level, which will be
especially useful for paging people
in case of emergencies. Charlie
Brown's will be expanded to handle
a wider range of products and maga-
zines.

INTER-AALL COUNCIL
FOR OR AGAINST OPEN HOUSE

If Inter-Hall Council had the
idea that their open house ques-
tionnaire could lead to a clear
and impartial view of the open
house situation, they were s8adly
mistaken.

Some of the questions were good
but there were also several very
poor ones. Number six was the first
of these. Apparently no one ever
thought that some students might
like the new open houses, but dis-
agree with the way they are admini-
stered., We thought this was a mi-
nor problem until we heard the num-
ber of students commnenting on this.

As the question stood in the
questionnaire, "Do you favor the
current open house policy:... Yes
or No," there was no room for al-
ternatives to the present policy.
The students could only zreject or
accept things the way they are.

The whole questionnnalre had
this negative attitude. For exam-
ple question eight assumed that
everyone had been inconvenienced in
some way by the new regulations.
No blank was left for those who had
not been inconvenienced in some way.

Then there was the question a-
bout improper bechavior(wo. 8). dow
can Inter-dall Council honestly
suppose that one student is quall-
fied to tell another that he is be-
having improperly. some might think
a kiss improper,while others would
think the most unusual sex acts
completely moral. Besides, why
would Inter-iall Council want the
opinion of any student who went a-
round checking for improper beha-
vior anyway. Pceping Toms are usu-
2lly congidered improper themselves.

Questions 12 and 13 are almost
as bad. They asked if students a-
bide by the open door rules. Did
it never occur to Inter-dall Coun-
cil that Housing could wuse this
information to figure out which
dorms and R.A.'!'s follow the rules?

THE

PUBLIC SAsETY COLu.ITTEE

On July 25, 1968 a letter was
posted to members of the Oakland
University community regarding the
formation of a committee to '"work
in an advisory role to the Uirec-
tor of Public safety (ivr.J. Strong)
and to the Chancellor on matters
pertaining to security." ilembers of
the committee include four faculty
members and five students. There
are no administrative or staff per-
sonnel on the committee.

Since the first meeting of the
committee in September three main
questions have been discussed. (1)
Wwhat in fact are the purposes and
goals of the Public safety Depart-
ment? (2) what type of training
programs could and should be insti-~
tuted to better orient the officers
to be a "Public safety Officer" in
the Oakland U community? (3) The
feasibility of students as paid
part time members of the Public
safety Department.

The Committee was also asked
to act as 2 mediating body for, or
between the Department of Public
cafety and any member of the Uni-
versity community (i.e. faculty,
staff, administrator, or student)
who believed they had been treated
unfairly or unjustly by any member
of the Department,

The primary emphasis of the
Committee meetings has been defin-
ing the purposes and goals of the
Department. The committee met with
the Director on several ocecasions
and received his perceptions of how
the DLepartment is currently func-
tioning, how he feels the Depart-
ment should in fact be functioning,
and how he views the future func-
tions of the Department. The commi-
ttee then discussed its perceptions
of the Jepartment in closed meet-
ings with the Director. Fact and
opinion were exchanged and analyzed
with the result being a four page
report to the chancellor, dated
December 4, 1968, with specific
recommendations.

The report is now in the of-
fice of the Chancellor, and awaite
his approval or disapproval of thre
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various definitions or redefini-
tions of goals, policies,and roles
of the Public 3afety Department.
It was recommended to the Chan-
cellor that he make this report a-
vallable to the various University

publications and newspapers, and
convene public meetings so that
members of the Committee may be

avallable to the students,faculty,
administration, and staff, to res-
pond to and discuss questions and
comments,

As more information is passed
to the Committee regarding the pub-
lic release of the report, more
specific information will be made
available to the University com=-
nmunity so that there may be an in-
formed and meaningful exchange of
opinion concerning the Report,Com-
mittee and Department,and not just
2 sterile presentation of words.

HARD CORE MUSIC:
TdE BEATLES ON APPLE

A new Beatles album has be-
come an annual event in pop music,
and thelr newest release 1s no ex-
ception. Titled simply The Beatles
this two-record set contains 30
cuts that seem to be a portable
jukebox with a little something for
everyone, including four pictures
of the Beatles and a so-so poster
with all the lyrics on the back.
British record sales have been down
since the summer, SO many groups,
such as the Rolling 3tones,have re-
turned to hard rock, a trend now
followed by our heroes on Apple
Records.

The a2lbum starts with a care-
free bit of hard rock named "Back
In The U.5.5.B.", which lapses in-
to a fine parody of the Beach Boys
in the chorus, then moves into a
ballad of the '"Yesterday"'" genre
called "Dear Prudence™, After "Glass
Onion", in which there are refer-
ennces to several other Beatle hits,
we suddenly find ourselves 1in a
polka, "Ob-La-Di, Ob-La-Da'. Thats
how the whole album goes; in and
out, forward and back,

George Harrison demonstrates
that he can stlll play guitar well
in either hard rock or slow ballads,
and give four of his own infrequent
but usually solid songs over to the
team effort, dis best, "while (ly

Guitar Gently Weeps". 1s sand-
wiched between "The Continuing
Story of Bungalow 5ill", a pilece

of tripe, and & surprisingly lewd
(for the Beatles) example of double-
entendre,"dappiness Is A Warm Gun."

"3lackbird"™, on side two, 1is
a haunting ballad reminiscent of
some of Dylan's best work and 1s
followed shortly by Ringo's con-
tr*bution, a folksy thing called
"Hon't Pass ue By", which you can
sing without offending anyone.
This is Jjuxtaposed against "Why
Don't We Do It In The Road?", a
one minute, forty-two second
proposition. Some pre-George li.
Cohan, some more hard rock, a
slower version of "Revolution",
a piece of electronic torment
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("Revolution 9"), and you have 1it.

Some of this album is superb.
The satire is still very evident
in spots as several other artiste
are either slammed or fondly imi-
tated and 1life is chopped to rib-
bons. ilany of the ballads convey
the empathy and solid music sup-
port necessary to create a good
song of the type. On the other
hand, the work is so immense that
there are bound to be low spots.
There are several. The vocals are
sometimes mechanical, strained, or
just plain raunchy. At various
spots the impression comes across
that this is sheer drudgery with-
out the spontaneous fun that 1is
usually apparent 1in a Beatles
record, and there are songs that
seem to have been written in some
mode just to include such a song
rather than to make the somg more
effective, When all is played and
done, it is going to be up to you

to form your own opinion. Person-
ally, I like the album. I suggest
you buy it for Dad for Christmas.

Since Sgt. Pepper, We have
noticed that the Beatles (Lennon-
icCartney) have a particular inter-
est in using old music styles and
genres (i.e. "When I'm 64" is per-
fect vaudeville).

Someone once said that there's
nothing like a good farce.(I think
it was our janitor) And without a
doubt The ragistrate 1is nothing
like a good farce.

The playwright, Sir Arthur
Wing Pinero, gives it the wusual
"farce play" characteristics: It
has a highly contrived plot, with
highly contrived characters, slap
stick humor at its worst,and large
monstrous sets.-- I[n other words,
an elaborate situ-tion comedy. I
don't mean to imply that the play-
wright has no purpose in writing
this play. Hde seems to glory in
playing with the upper middle class.
For as we all know the middle class
loves to laugh at itself and its
conservative mannerism. (What fan-
tastic profundity this is!)

Perhaps the basic trouble with
this play 1s that it has =a hard
time getting started. In the mid-
dle of the 2nd act the viewer 1is
still ¢trying to figure out who
these people are. After this is es-
tablished you look forward to the
end,because the humor is trite and
monotonous. Sir Pinero has put in
his play only about 2 farcical sit-

Although he allows a
great portion of it to come through,
he also allows much to become stale,
