Awards Committee
On Wednesday, April 10, the Association of Library Services to
Children (ALSC), a division of the American Library Association
(ALA), announced the 2019 award committees election results.

Linda M. Pavonetti, professor and chair of the Reading and
Language Arts department, was one of eight people elected to
the 2021 John Newberry Awards Committee.

The Newberry Medal is named for eighteenth-century British
bookseller John Newberry. It is awarded annually by ALSC to the author of the most
distinguished contribution to American literature for children.

Pavonetti’s two-year term will begin in June 2019 and end in June 2021 when the Newberry
medal is presented to the author of the book selected by this committee. She is only the
second Oakland University faculty member to serve on this prestigious committee. Professor
Emerita Jane Bingham was on the 1989 Newberry Committee.
