4. Her research encompasses
voice leading and rhythmic-metric
issues in the music of 19th-century
composer Johannes Brahms.

The conference will feature a
keynote address by Professor Richard Cohn of Yale University and the University of Sydney. He will speak on “Why We Don’t
Teach Meter, and Why We Should.” Professor Cohn was a member of the original MTMW organizing committee and his work
has made lasting impact on the field.
