As a result of this historic visit, access to parking lots and some roads will be limited. The White House and Oakland University
appreciate your patience for any inconvenience this may cause.

ACCESS TO CAMPUS
For security reasons, NO ONE may enter or leave campus between 10 and 11 a.m. or 1 and 2 p.m. on Thursday. Some roads
also may be temporarily closed throughout the day.

PARKING
OU faculty, students and staff should park in the lots below on Thursday:

P5 — Across the street from Vandenberg Hall

P3 — Adjacent to P5, at the corner of W. Oakland Drive and Meadow Brook Road

P2 — At the end of Wilson Boulevard near Wilson Hall and the Oakland Center

P32 — On the east side of Library Drive before the Science & Engineering Building and Dodge Hall of Engineering
P38 — On the west side of Library Drive adjacent to the Science & Engineering Building

P41 — Across Meadow Brook Road from P38, near the Police & Support Services Building

Parking lots 11 (near Matthews Court Apartments), 13 (near lower Pioneer Field), 17 (behind the Athletics Center) and the north
end of P26 (near Pioneer Drive) will be closed on Thursday.

The following lots will be closed starting at 10 p.m. Wednesday, July 17, and remain closed until 2:30 p.m. Thursday: P16 (near
Fitzgerald, Anibal and Pryale houses), P18 (near O’Dowd Hall) and the Matthews Court Apartments.

Vehicles parked in those lots during the identified times will be towed.

MEDIA AND INVITED GUESTS

P1 (the lot across from North and South Foundation halls on Meadow Brook Road), P34 and P36 (between Varner Hall and the
Science and Engineering Building), P24 (south of Varner Hall) and P26 (between Varner Hall and the School of Education and
Human Services building) will be reserved for invited guests and members of the media.

Event handicapped parking will be available in P43, the lot across from Hannah Hall of Science on Meadow Brook Road.

ROAD CLOSURES
The following campus roads will be closed from 6 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. Thursday:

Meadow Brook Road from P5 (near Hamlin Hall) to East Oakland
Ravine from Meadow Brook to Pioneer

Pioneer from Ravine to Library

Pavilion east from Ravine to the end.

Drivers of vehicles on closed roads will receive a traffic citation.
