
STURNER'S MANUSCRIPT

IS ACCEPTED BY AASCU

Wi IIiam Sturner, assistant president for administrative affairs, is the author of a

manuscript entitled "Action Plahning: Guidelines for Col leges and Universities,"
which has been accepted forpubl ication by the American Association of State Col­

leges and Universities. AI Ian Ostar, executive director of the association, said the 135-page manuscript wi II
be publ ished in monograph form sometime this fall or winter.

The Sturner publ ication focuses on the theory and practice of institutional planning. The concepts of planned

change (pro-active and systematic efforts to identify and attain feasible goals), and organizational develop­
ment (the marshaling of an institution's human resources to insure effective, integrated planning) are examined
in detai I.

This conceptual framework forms the basis for specific recommendations on how to design, implement, and evaluate

institutional goals and the action program needed to attain them, Sturner said.

Oakland University has received funding for a new Cycle IX Teacher Corps Program

from the U.S. Office of Education. This wi II mark seven years of continuous funding

amounting to over $1,000,000.00 for teacher corps programs at Oakland.

During the two years of Cycle IX, July, 1974 thr9ugh June, 1976, Oakland wi II receive approximately $325,000 to
train and retrain teachers for urban disadvantaged chi Idren.

Cooperating with the university in Cycle IX wi II be the Farmington schools, Boys Republic, and the St. Vincent

and Sarah Fisher Home for Chi Idren. Fifteen graduate students were selected as interns from over 520 appl icants

drawn from a national pool. The director of the program is Jacqueline I. Lougheed, and the associate directors
are Virginia M. Schuldenberg and Sidney Graber, al I of the School of Education.

Science and Mathematics in the Elementary School) Project being developed by Educational Development Center, Inc.,

Newton, Mass. The article is concerned with chi Idren's data gathering and representation during problem solving

activities. The theme is having the data gathering and representation occur simultaneously so the meaningfulness
of the data wi II be preserved.

The second, Science and Non-Science in Road Runner Cartoons, wi II be publ ished in the Michigan Science Teacher's
Association Bulletin and wi II also be presented at the National Convention of the School Science and Mathematics
Association in November at Cincinnati, Ohio. This article deals with how one can use Road Runner Cartoons as

the basis for science lessons deal ing with the physical sciences. The article is a description of activities
