Eis’ inspiration comes from years of academic training in the ancient Greek language and culture. In describing her work in her own word:
says, “l| make artworks that are saturated with the past, but conceptualized and materialized in contemporary digital forms.”

The “Essay’d VI” exhibit is open now, and runs through September 3.
Eis will also have an exhibition of her Marginalia work running at the Babcock Gallery at Sweet Briar College in Virginia from August 22
through October 9. This series was the basis for her President's Colloquium talk in 2011, "Art and Marginalia: The Intrigue of Tiny Black S

in the Margins."
