Lizabeth A. Barclay is Professor of Management in the School of 
Business Administration.

John Cohassey earned a master’s degree in history from Wayne State 
University (1995). Trained in the visual arts, he played music profes­
sionally for many years before becoming a freelance writer, contribut­
ing to periodicals such as The Detroit News. Additionally, he wrote over 
fifty entries on African-American music and culture for Gale Research, 
Inc. His first book, Toast of the Town: The Life and Times of Sunnie Wilson, 
(Wayne State University Press, 1998) won an award of merit from the 
Historical Society of Michigan. In 2007 Cohassey served as a consultant 
for the History Channel documentary Hippies, and co-authored the 
book American Cultural Rebels (McFarland Inc., 2008). 
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Joseph W. Dement, Emeritus Professor, joined the Department of Eng­
lish in 1966 and retired in 1990 after 24 years of teaching (specializing 
in Shakespeare studies and New Criticism). He served as the English 
department chairperson from 1973 to 1981; and as president of the 
AAUP, he led the Association through the difficult and stressful 
process of entering into collective bargaining. Professor Dement 
passed away on Wednesday, July 7, 2010, and continues to be missed 
by colleagues, students and friends. Emeritus Professor of English and 
colleague Bob Eberwein writes, “Joe was in the Marines during World 
War II, stationed in the Pacific. He was very helpful in providing back­
ground for some of my work on war films. I know he met James Jones 
at some point. I’ll always remember Joe’s statement [about the war]: 
‘You were scared all the time.’” 

Todd Estes is Associate Professor of History at Oakland University 
where he has taught since 1995. He is the author of the book The Jay 
Treaty Debate, Public Opinion, and the Evolution of Early American Political 
Culture (2006; paperback 2008) in addition to many other articles, es­
says, and reviews. In 2009 he was named a Distinguished Lecturer by 
the Organization of American Historians (OAH). He is currently writ­
ing a book manuscript tentatively titled The Campaign for the Constitu­
tion: The Political Culture of the Ratification Debate, 1787–88. 

Sherman Folland is Emeritus Professor of Economics. He publishes 
numerous articles focusing on health economics. With two col­
leagues, he is also author of the leading textbook in that field, The 
Economics of Health and Health Care. He is currently under contract 
with the University of Bergen, Norway, to help develop a research 
program on the relationship of social capital to health.
