Melvin Cherno f r o m  ful l - t ime 10-month P r o f e s s o r  of H i s to ry  to full- 
t ime 12-month P r o f e s s o r  of His tory  and Assoc ia te  Dean and Di r ec to r  of 
the Honors College of the Facul ty  of the College of A r t s  and Sciences .  
Mr.  O'Dowd s ta ted that  he was  delighted tha t  Mr.  Cherno has  accepted 
the position of Di rec tor  of the Honors College.

Mr.  Obear  explained that  Mr .  Church had received a fellowship f r o m  
a national foundation for  one and one-half yea r s  study a t  a college in 
California.  His r eques t  fo r  a leave was  supported by h i s  depar tment  and by 
Dean Torch.

Oakland. 

M r .  Gbear  responded that the depar tment  anticipated his  re turn .  

Mr.  Headlee inquired a s  to the a r r angemen t s  fo r  meet ing Mr.  
Church ' s  c l a s s  ass ignments .  

Mr .  Obea r  responded that  the Depar tment  of Po l i t i ca l  Science 
had h i red  t e m p o r a r y  faculty. 

Mr.  Headlee inquired a s  to the effect  of th is  s o r t  of leave on the  
quality of our  p rog ram.  

Mr.  Obea r  s ta ted that  t he re  a r e  occasions whe re  the Univers i ty  may  
s t rengthen a depar tment  with the c u r r e n t  employment  m a r k e t  in higher  
education. He added that  th is  was  not to be  the inference in Mr .  Church ' s  
ca se ,  but t h e r e  a r e  many  v e r y  qualified individuals looking fo r  jobs and 
s o m e  will  even take pa r t - t ime  employment. 

The motion was  voted on and passed.
